Entry Requirements: 
 

To qualify for the Amity Intern Program, 
interns must: 
    Be 20 or older  
 Have appropriate English skills 
      for the assignment 
 Be enrolled in an academic institu-

tion (college/university) or have 
graduated no more than 12 months 
before the start date of  the program 

 Have a career goal in education  
 Be enthusiastic about intercultural 

communication and working with US 
students, while sharing their culture 
and native language.

      — US$150  (approximately) 
 SEVIS fee:  
     — US$180 
 Round-trip airline ticket:   
     — Varies (by location & season) 
 Health insurance coverage:
